2) Two original letters of recommendation. The letters must be addressed to the “ECCLA Scholarship Selection Committee.”
3) An original essay (typed, double-spaced, white, 8 ½ “ by 11” paper, no more than 2 pages long) about:
a) How your high school studies have prepared you for the challenges of the 21st Century;    or
b) Why you plan to pursue a career in K-12 education.
4) A copy of the applicant’s senior high school transcripts (grades 10-12).

Application materials will not be returned and may be used to promote educational efforts in our community. Incomplete or late applications will not be considered. This form may be photocopied.

Teachers: Guidelines for Writing Letters of Recommendation

Some educators do not often get requests for letters of recommendation, and it can be hard to know what to write about a very young person.  We hope this guide will help.  Letters of recommendation are used to gather additional information about a candidate for scholarship, college admission, employment, or other opportunities. It should give an overall picture of the candidate's:

• 	personal characteristics
• 	performance
• 	experience
• 	strengths
• 	capabilities
• 	academic promise

Preferably, the person writing the letter of recommendation has been in a working or academic relationship with the applicant. The letter should be about one page in length and generally consist of three parts: opening, body, and closing.  The recommendation letter should be written in language that is straightforward and to the point. Avoid using jargon or language that is too general or too effusive.  
Letters of recommendation are usually printed on letterhead, and laid out in formal letter style.  If you are not printing the letter on school letterhead, be sure to include the name of the school and the address at the top of the document.  Always include the date and be sure that your name is typed underneath your signature at the end of the letter.  

Opening
The writer should explain the relationship between himself/herself and the candidate as well as why the letter is being written. For example: I had Juan Cruz in my sixth and seventh grade math classes. I also advise the student council, where Juan served as class treasurer.  The writer may want to describe the type of experience, length, and time period during which he/she worked with the candidate. The writer may also wish to describe any special assignments or responsibilities that the candidate completed.

Body
The body of the recommendation letter should provide specific information about the candidate. Information may include:
1. Personal characteristics such as poise, confidence, dependability, patience, creativity, etc.
2. Abilities such as knowledge of the subject area, problem solving abilities, ability to manage fellow students or projects, ability to work with peers or teachers, etc.
3. Specific areas of strength, special experiences, or specific challenges overcome. The candidate may have some exceptional strengths such as a very high energy level or excellent communication skills. A candidate may also have a specific area of knowledge or experience such as a strong background in science, participation in special programs, extracurricular activities, etc.  A candidate may have overcome challenges in a particularly noteworthy way.  

Closing
The closing of the letter should briefly summarize previous points and clearly state that you recommend the candidate for the scholarship.  Generally the writer includes his/her telephone and email contact information in case the recipient would like more information.
